The Oregon State University Athletic Department regards the Beaver Internship program as a vital component in the success of the overall department. Each department requires a minimum commitment of office hours on top of working the various sporting events.  A small book stipend is provided to first year interns and each year following is handled on a case by case basis.
Please note that the football season begins on September 3, which is several weeks before school begins. You are still required to attend all football games/events that take place prior to the beginning of school.

Beaver Authentics (merchandise) internship:

DESCRIPTION:  

The Beaver Authentics Interns will assist in the sale of the Official Oregon State Athletic merchandise.  Interns are often the first people fans interact with thus, professional and enthusiastic attitudes are necessary qualities interns must possess.  Interns will have the opportunity to work closely with other departments in the Beaver Athletics such as sports information, compliance, BASF, ticket office, event management, and coaching staffs.  He or she will need to maintain a working knowledge of all Beaver Authentics merchandise.  You will play an important role in representing various clothing brand names such as Nike and Columbia Sportswear.  The Beaver Sports Merchandising internship is a unique and exciting way to gain hands-on experience through the participation at Beaver events.  These events include, but are not limited to:  Beaver football, basketball, Olympic sports, Beaver Spring game, and post season contests.

Beaver Sports Properties (corporate sponsorship) Internship:

DESCRIPTION:  

Beaver Sports Properties is the corporate sponsorship sales arm of Oregon State Athletics, and offers a complete list of integrated marketing and advertising opportunities (radio, television, print, signage, corporate hospitality, etc.).  The Beaver Sports Properties internship is a unique and exciting way to gain hands-on experience in several elements of corporate sponsorship, including marketing and event planning through the participation at Beaver events.  These events include, but are not limited to:  Beaver football, basketball, baseball, Olympic sports, and post season contests.  

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Market and client research

· Creation and assembly of promotional materials

· Game day responsibilities

· General administrative needs

REQUIREMENTS:

Beaver Sports Properties interns are expected to maintain a high level of professionalism in all operative functions. Interns are required to work approximately 8-10 hours per week, in addition to all home football games and other miscellaneous athletic events. Interns need to be available to work in the Beaver Sports Properties office starting in September and ending at the end of the academic school year.

Event Management internship:
DESCRIPTION:  
The Event Management Department is the operator of all home athletic events and sponsored events. Event Management Interns represent two functions for the Athletic Department.  The first is customer service. Thus, professional and enthusiastic attitudes are necessary qualities interns must possess. The second is to oversee and coordinate the overall operation of each sporting event.  Interns will have the opportunity to work closely with other departments in the Beaver Athletics such as sports information, compliance, BASF, ticket office, event management, and coaching staffs as event management representatives. Event Management Interns will gain knowledge in the areas of event set up and operations, customer relations, donor relations, conflict and crisis management skills, and some NCAA compliance regulations as it relates to proper facility set-up and various other areas.  The Event Management internship is a unique and exciting way to gain hands-on experience through the participation at Beaver events.  These events include, but are not limited to:  Beaver football, basketball, Olympic sports, Beaver Spring game, and post season contests.

Thus, professional and enthusiastic attitudes are necessary qualities interns must possess.  The promotions internship is a unique and exciting way to gain hands-on marketing experience through the participation at Beaver events.  These events include, but are not limited to:  Beaver football, basketball, Olympic sports, Beaver Spring game, and post season contests.  

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Setting up inflatables and information booth/tables at athletic events
· Assisting with on-field or on-court presentations

· Managing half-time and time-out contestants and performers

· Distributing promotional items to fans

· Setting up post-game events/activities

· Develop sport-specific promotional plans

· Distribute sports schedules and posters to community businesses
· Other duties as assigned

REQUIREMENTS:

Strong candidates will have the ability to multi-task efficiently, pay close attention to detail and remain organized.  A great work ethic, excellent interpersonal, customer service and directional skills are essential.  Manual labor (light to semi heavy lifting) is required.  A minimum of four office hours a week is required for this position.

Individuals must have a working knowledge of Microsoft Word, Excel and Internet technologies.  Adobe Photoshop and Adobe Illustrator experience is not necessary but preferred.
Ticket Office internship:

DESCRIPTION:  
The Ticket Office is the driving force for the entire Athletic Department.  They are the first people fans interact with and are the generator of revenue for the department.  Thus, professional and enthusiastic attitudes are necessary qualities interns must possess.  Ticket Office interns will gain knowledge in the areas of customer relations, donor relations, ticket priority, event management, and NCAA compliance as it relates to player and recruit admissions. Interns will have the opportunity to work closely with other departments within athletics such as sports information, event management.  The Ticket Office internship is a unique and exciting way to gain hands-on experience through the participation at Beaver events.  These events include, but are not limited to:  Beaver football, basketball, Olympic sports, Beaver Spring game, and post season contests.  

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Processing of single game and season tickets

· Printing of tickets

· Handling player and recruit admission gates

· Use of the Paciolan Computer System

· Opportunity to run a ticketed event in the spring term from start to finish. This may include concerts, the Benny's, Baseball, or some type of donor related event. Assignment of such events will be based solely on the discretion of the Intern Supervisor.
REQUIREMENTS:

The Beaver Athletic Ticket Office interns are expected to maintain a high level of professionalism in all operative functions. Interns are required to work at least 5 - 10 hours per week in the office. In addition, interns can expect to work at least half of all ticketed sporting events hosted at Oregon State University, this includes all home football games. Interns need to be available to work in the Athletic Ticket Office starting late August (somewhat flexible) until the end of the academic school year. It is imperative that all interns are available to work all home football games.

Individuals must have a working knowledge of Microsoft Word, Excel and Internet technologies.  Adobe Photoshop and Adobe Illustrator experience is not necessary but preferred.
Sports Video

Description:
Sports video interns will be utilized as videographers for video board shows for volleyball, men's and women's basketball, baseball, and gymnastics, etc. Most of the time the same video feed will be broadcasted over the osubeavers.com website. You will work closely with Athletics staff as well as Media Services staff . This is a great way to get the experience needed to work for major sports networks.

Operations Audio/Visual Tech internship
Description:
The Operations A/V Tech will be responsible for setting up and running events in and around the athletics properties. Duties include, but are not limited to: Set up and operation of Scoreboard and Public Address audio system for all Soccer, Softball, Volleyball, Gymnastics and Wrestling events, in addition to other special events that may be held in the facilities.  The A/V Tech will also be responsible for assisting with equipment maintenance. The person in this position must present a positive and professional attitude at all times, as they will often interact with Athletic Department staff, Security personnel and Pac-10 conference officials. 

Responsibilities:

· Setting up and running scoreboards / scoreboard controllers.

· Setting up PA systems for events (includes portable PA systems)

· Assisting with daily maintenance 

· Setting up and running special events around the facilities

· Interfacing laptops and dvd players to video displays. 

· Taking down all equipment post event and putting it in its proper storage place

Requirements:

Be willing and able to perform manual labor (capable of lifting 50 pounds) and know how to configure a laptop to an external display.  Must be well-versed in Microsoft office applications and have knowledge of audio systems.  Ability to think critically and handle high pressure situations while maintaining a positive attitude is a necessity.  Must be willing and able to work up to 20 hours a week, primarily on nights and weekends.
